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INTRODUCTION

Last year, Colorado voters passed Amendment 64, allowing for the personal use of marijuana, a
federally controlled schedule 1 substance. During the 2013, Colorado Legidative Session, state
law makers passed legislation (HB 1317 and HB 1318), which provides the state and
municipalities some direction on the implementation of Amendment 64. The November 2012
vote on Amendment 64 in Rifle had the following results:

Yes 1515 49.85%
No 1524 50.15%

The city council, earlier this year, placed a moratorium on retail sales, while the state worked out
what the regulations would be. On the August 7" meeting they extended the moratorium until
November 6™, to give the new council the opportunity to weigh in on this important decision.

Other Jurisdictions - The Colorado Municipal League (CML) (Ingold, 2013) has proven to be
an excellent resource when reviewing the legislation and has compiled information about how
other municipalities and county governments are addressing thistopic. A publication was put
out in May, 2013 which breaks down Amendment 64 implementation in the most informative
way. You can find the publication here: (Allen, 2013)

QUESTION FOR TONIGHT

The decision before the council is two-fold:
1. Should the city of Rifle allow recreational sales of marijuana?
2. If wedo, what regulations should be set in place?

CONCERNS FROM A PUBLIC SAFETY PERSPECTIVE

Asthe Chief of Police and the person charged with community Public Safety, | have real
concerns with the recreation sales of marijuanain Rifle. Since | have been Chief of Police (since
august of 2012) | have seen that thereis asignificant drug subculture in the Rifle area, which has
areal and significant impact on the community. This past week, alarge operation was
culminated with two search warrants and 15 arrest warrants. The people involved in this had a
combined past arrest record of over 80 arrest, over 70 being non drug related. Just recently, and
tragically, aRifle man passed away on Railroad Avenue from what has been ruled a

M ethamphetamine overdose by the County Coroner. Added to this was an earlier regiona
operation that was centered in Rifle, which supplied drugs throughout the western slope. When
we look at issues ranging from crimes, domestic violence, child neglect and abuse, health issues,
educational issues, and accidents, the use of drugs plays a significant role.

My concerns are centered on severa areas:
Increased use

It ismy experience, based on 30 years as a police officer, that increased use of any substanceis
predicated by:

e Increased Accessibility — As any drug becomes more accessible to the genera public, use
will go up. Especially when we talk about use among children, drugs that are easily
accessible around the home are the drugs most often abused.

e Increased acceptability — As any substance become more acceptable to the general public,
the use will go up. Alcohol use, which is very acceptable in the general public, isalso adrug
which is one of the most widely abused

e Decreased perception of risk — Thisis closely related to acceptability. As the perceived risk
goes down, userises. In this case, just the fact that it is now legal will result in more people
trying it.

In my opinion, if the city allows the recreational sales of marijuana, it will have the effect of:
e Increasing accessihility, to both adults and children

e Increase acceptability, as a city sanctioned salesitem

e Decrease the perceived risk through open sales

This increased use will have an impact on the city of Rifle. Whileit is difficult to point to exact
figures, | refer to aHIDTA report (Impact of marijuana, 2013). It pointed out the impacts of
medical marijuana legalization in Colorado:

e Colorado Driving Fatalities: From 2006 to 2011, traffic fatalities decreased in Colorado 16
percent, but fatalities involving drivers testing positive for marijuanaincreased 114 percent.

e Colorado Youth Marijuana Use: In 2011, the national average for youth 12 to 17 years old
considered “current” marijuana users was 7.64 percent which was the highest average since
1981. The Colorado average percent was 10.72.

e Colorado Adult Marijuana Use: In 2011, the nationa average for young adults ages 18 to
25 considered current marijuana users was at 18.7 percent. The Colorado average was 27.26
percent.

e Colorado Emergency Room — Marijuana Admissions: From 2005 through 2008 there
was an average of 741 visits per year to the emergency room in Colorado for marijuana-
related incidents involving youth. That number increased to 800 visits per year between
2009 and 2011.

e Colorado Marijuana-Related Exposure Cases; From 2005 through 2008, the yearly
average number of marijuana-related exposures for children ages O to 5 yearswas 4. For
2009 through 2012, that number increased 200 percent to an average of 12 per year.

¢ Diversion of Colorado Marijuana (General): From 2005 to 2008, compared to 2009 to
2012, interdiction seizures involving Colorado marijuana quadrupled from an average per
year of 52 to 242. During the same period, the average number of pounds of Colorado
marijuana seized per year increased 77 percent from an average of 2,220 to 3,937 pounds. A
total of 7,008 pounds was seized in 2012.

o Thiswasreinforced with Kansas and Wyoming officials, who cited the increase in
marijuana seizers coming from Colorado (Neary, 2013)
“Do | think people may decide to drive to Colorado, and somehow get more than an
ounce and bring it back? Absolutely, because we see it every day.” Bannister said,
citing numerous cases in which hundreds of pounds of pot are smuggled into Kansas
from Colorado, which has long permitted medical marijuana

Lax regulations

In addition to what | believe will be increased use will be inadequate regulatory control from the
state, leaving Rifle on its own. | base this on the fact that the state has done a totally inadequate
job of regulating medical marijuana. In March, an audit of the states regulation of medical
marijuana (Regulatory System, 2013) was released. Quoting a Denver Post article about the audit
("Audit," 2013)

State regulators charged with watching over Colorado's medical marijuanaindustry have
fallen short on everything from tracking inventory and managing their budget to keeping
potential bad actors out of the business, a state audit released Tuesday found. The
findings are ablow to the state Medical Marijuana Enforcement Division asit prepares to
take on the additional task of regulating recreational marijuana legalized by Amendment
64

Another concern in reference the state actions on the legalization of marijuanarelates to the costs
of the impacts related to legalization. A Denver Post article (Ingold, 2013) summarized the
University of Colorado’s Future Center April 24™ 2013 study (Brown & Resnick, 2013)

The Colorado Futures Center concludesin its report that the costs of regulating
recreational marijuana— plus possible extra costs for law enforcement, public health and
human services — may exceed the tax revenue from the recreational marijuanaindustry.
The center also estimates that tax revenue from the industry will level off or fal, "asthe
‘wow' factor erodes over time and any marijuana tourism beginsto decline, particularly if
other states follow Colorado and Washington and |egalize marijuana.

| believe that thiswill aso be true for Rifle. While there will be an increase in sales tax due to
the retail sale of recreational marijuana, | do not believe that the additional money will cover the
cost to law enforcement, social services, the school district, and public health.

MISCONCEPTIONS

Not allowing recreational sales will drive use underground — Other jurisdictionsin the area
will likely alow recreation sales. Both Carbondale and Glenwood Springs are leaning in that
direction. In any event, people will be able to buy recreational marijuanain other places. It might
not be 100% convenient, but there are many items that we have to travel to get. If we do not
allow sales, it will still be legally available.

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All criminal activity surrounding marijuana will go away — | believe it is naive to believe that
people who have made money from the illegal sales of marijuanawill suddenly decide to stop
criminal activity to make money. There has aready been an increase in moving the criminal
activity to the remaining illegal markets, which would be the out of state market (as cited earlier)
and the under 21 years of age market. Just as with acohol, tobacco, and other legal drugs
(prescription), theillegal activity will change, but still go on.

Youth will not increase their use — While thisisrelated to the above, it is specific to our youth.
As accessibility and acceptability go up, the use among Rifle€' s youth will also rise, citing an
EdNews Colorado special edition ("Drug Violations Spike," 2012) which correlated the
legalization of medical marijuanato use among youth:

Suspensions for drug violations in Colorado schools rose 45 percent between 2007-08 and
2010-11 while expulsions for drug violations increased 35 percent and referrals to police
increased 17 percent. In contrast, the overall suspension rate for all other violations was
down 11 percent while expulsions and police referrals for other violations dropped 25
percent.

The will of the people —In voting for Initiative 64, the votersindicated 2 things:

1. Wewant marijuanato be legal for recreational use.

2. Wewant local governments to be able to decideif they want to alow sales.
Marijuanais now legal recreationally in Colorado, and Rifleis deciding if they want to allow
recreational sales, so in both cases the will of the state voters has been met. Rifle voters, by a
small number, voted against Initiative 64

Marijuana is not dangerous — Marijuanais not a benign substance. Like any other drug, it has
the potential to have negative effects. It is often compared to acohol, which is awidely abused
drug, with many negative consequences to individuals and communities.

CONCLUSION

Rifle faces an active drug subculture. This drug subculture ranges from destructive alcohol use,
prescription drug use, and illegal drug use. This drug subculture ranges from young children to
adults. This drug subculture has areal and negative impact on this community. If you ask Police
Officers, emergency room personnel, social workers, educators, families, and business owners,
they would all be able to point out the destructive consequences that drugs have on our
community. If we allow recreational sales, it will increase the accessibility, acceptance, and less
perceived risk. Thiswill cause marijuana use to rise, among both out adult and youth
populations. A portion of that use will result in negative consequences, in and of itself, aswell as
an increase in the drug subculture in Rifle.

RECOMMEDATION

My recommendation, based on a public safety standpoint, isto prohibit the sales and
manufacturing of recreational marijuanain Rifle.

There are a few questions that came up at the last workshop that | wanted to

address

1. Inlooking at the comparison to the Netherlands, my research does indicate
that use of marijuana today is higher in the United States than in the
Netherlands. The two points | want to make about this are:

a.

It is tough to compare the rate of use in one country to another, because so
many factors go into the rate of use. As with gun violence, alcohol abuse,
prescription drug use, and any number of social issues, the rates in the
United States are significantly different, due to many societal differences,
that the direct correlation can’t be made.

It is more informative to look at pre and post information from the
Netherlands.(MacCoun & Rueter, 2001)

The trend line implies that, among Dutch adolescents, cannabis use
was actually declining somewhat in the years prior to the 1976
change and that the change had little if any effect on levels of use
during the first 7 years of the new regime. Unfortunately, we lack
data on the stringency of enforcement in the years immediately prior
to the change in law, though the trend lines are fairly smooth and
declining for at least 6 years prior to 1976.

In the 1984-1996 period, which we characterize as a progression
from depenalisation to de facto legalization, these surveys reveal
that the lifetime prevalence of cannabis in Holland has increased
consistently and sharply. For the age group 18-20, the increase is
from 15% in 1984 to 44% in 1996; past-month prevalence for the
same group rose from 8.5% to 18.5% (de Zwart et al, 1997). Is this an
effect of the emergence of de facto legalization?

It is also informative that the Netherlands are now changing policy, to
make the use of marijuana more restrictive, as a result of the negative
consequences.(Voeten, )

In border towns like Maastricht or Enschede, it attracts cars filled
with young people from France, Germany, and Belgium who smoke a
few joints, wreak some havoc, load up their trunks with cannabis,
and leave the city. The Dutch government has recently introduced a
requirement that marijuana can only be sold to people who have
some proof that they reside in the Netherlands. This requirement is
enforced only in border towns. Amsterdam and other destination
towns continue to resist and it seems like the new government is not
going to insist

In the field of prevention, the concept of Risk and Prevention factors in very
prevalent. The concept proposes that many factors go into whether or not a
person might start using drugs. For example, if the adults in a family use drugs,
that is a risk factor. If they do not, it is a protective factor. They break the
“Domains” into Individual, Family, Peer, School, and Community. The more
protective factors in place in those five domains cooralate to less chance of
drug use, and conversely, the more risk factors, the greater chance. In A
United Nations report, they talk about the effect that communities play in the
amount of drug use:(United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime, )

In addition, there is also a need to focus specifically on the community risk
and protective factors explicitly related to the initiation and use of, illegal
drugs which include, social norms, access, availability and perceptions of
harm.For example, critical policy and environmental interventions (e.g.
policies outlawing cannabis storefronts or limiting the sale of drug
paraphernalia) are unique to substance abuse prevention

Another question that came up was one of resources needed if Rifle has Retail
Sales. That is a difficult question to answer. If we receive more calls as a result
of greater access to marijuana, the street Officers will have to absorb that
time, prioritizing lower level issues down (Ironically, we had an attempted
burglary last night at one of our two cultivation facilities). The one area that
will be overwhelmed is in the area of licensing, regulation, monitoring, and
compliance. That is where the request for additional staff to accomplish all of
that resulted from.

Rifle City Council Meeting, September 18, 2013
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CONSIDER ELM AVENUE SEWER REPLACEMENT

Utilities Director Dick Deussen and Public Works Superintendent Bobby O’ Dell recommended that Council
approve the replacement of the Elm Avenue sewer from 3" Street to 5" Street. The 6-inch clay pipe sewer lineis
broken in several places and often becomes obstructed. The cost to replace the line, along with 2 manholes, is
estimated at $50,000, with construction to be performed by the City’ s street construction crew.

THIS CONTRACT AMENDMENT, Made this day of

320), and the Act of
August 16, 1962 (76 Stat. 389), as amended, collectively referred to as the Federal
Reclamation Laws, is between the UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, hereinafter
referred to as the "United States," represented by the Contracting Officer executing this
Contract Amendment, and the CITY OF RIFLE, hereinafter referred to as the
"Contractor." The United States and the Contractor are each sometimes referred to as
“Party” and collectively as the “Parties.”

WITNESSETH THAT

EXPLANATORY RECITALS:

a. WHEREAS, the Parties entered into Contract Number 009D6C0042 on May
11, 2000 hereinafter referred to as the Existing Contract; and

b. WHEREAS, Atrticle 2 of the Existing Contract has an expiration date; and

c. WHEREAS, Article 4 of the Existing Contract assigns the Contractor a

Dear Mayor Winkler and Members of the Rifle City Council:

The purpose of this letter is to briefly outline items we worked on for the October 2, 2013
Rifle City Council Meeting.

1. Ruedi Reservoir Contract Amendments. Over the past year, the Colorado River
Water Conservation District has worked with the US Bureau of Reclamation to effect a change to
existing Ruedi Reservoir contracts related to the term of the agreements. EXxisting contracts,
including the two held by the City of Rifle, have a term of only 25 years after which the contract
holder has a right to renegotiate an extension with potentially different provisions. Water from
Ruedi Reservoir under these two Contracts provides the City supplemental augmentation of its
water rights and will allow the City to grow to an estimated population of approximately 25,000.
These Contracts are a very important component of the City’s water rights portfolio. The enclosed
amendments to the City’s Contracts revise them to make the term perpetual so after the initial 25
year term the City's Contracts will continue indefinitely. The City is still required to make annual
payments to the Bureau for operation, maintenance, and repair expenses, and for the City’s
proportional share of capital costs related to the Construction of Ruedi Reservoir, all of which is set
forth in the existing Contracts and are not affected by the Amendments. The City will retain the
discretion to terminate the Contracts with the Bureau by giving 90 days written notice.

The change in the term of the Contracts is for the benefit of the City and provides it
certainty. Staff thought Council had already approved the Contract Amendments since it took
several months to receive the execution copies and already obtained the Mayor’s signature;
however, a formal approval had not occurred and it is on your Consent Agenda for that purpose.
Following approval, staff will mail in the signed originals.

(This month’s Parting Shot fedtures a guest com-
mentary by Bunnie Riedel, executive director of the
public, education and government channel advo-
cacy group American Community Television.)

Lately it seems that every day a new scandal, real or
manufactured, emerges from Washington, which
seems to have diminished Americans’ opinion of
government in general, according to a poll by
opinion research firm Rasmussen Reports LLC. The
survey shows that only 20 percent of those surveyed
trust the federal government; 14 percent trust state
government; and 34 percent trust local government.

The conclusion drawn from this is that the recent
revelations about spying and abuses by federal
agencies are responsible for the erosion in the pub-
lic's trust, but | say the real problem is a profound
lack of transparency, causing peo-
ple to feel disconnected from their
government.

When Congress is in session
there are typically dozens of hear-
ings, meetings and floor votes
occurring, and many of those
actions are broadcast by C-Span.
However, C-Span cannot possibly
cover every event, so its producers
make selections on which to broad-
cast. But the criteria used to select
which meetings are covered is unknown.

Unlike the U.S. Congress, most state houses do
not have real-time camera coverage, even for floor
activity. But access the broadcast schedule of any
public, educational or government access channel
and you will see listed city and county council meet-
ings, zoning and planning boards, school-board
meetings and community activists commenting on
local government.

Most government meetings are carried live;
and when such meetings are webstreamed, it is a
90-percent probability that a PEG channel put it on
the Internet. In addition, after the initial real-time
broadcast, the PEG channels will routinely repeat a
meeting so those who missed it can still see what
occurred. And it is unheard of for a PEG channel to
edit the video of those meetings before rebroadcast.

So it is clear that PEG access television provides
transparency to government in ways no other televi-

sion or Internet medium will ever do. PEG enables
constituents, even in the tiniest of communities, to
participate in governance. Viewers are able to follow
elected officials and stay infarmed about what is
going on; and they can see it unfold in real time. So
much so that PEG access managers have shared tale
after tale of city and town hall parking lots filling up
with cars halfway through a meeting. The owners of
those autos had been at home watching a council
meeting from the comfort of a couch or recliner,
until something was said or done that irritated them
enough that they drove over to a meeting to offer
their opinions in person.

MAKES LIVES EASIER

A senior staffer at a high-ranking Congressional
office recently said to me that she regularly watches
the school-board meetings on her education chan-
= nel. The staffer said, “I don't have
& time to attend those meetings...PEG
g access makes people’s lives easier.”
G Yes it does.
2 And not only do PEG channels
make our lives easier, it provides
us access to democracy in its pur-
est form, unfettered and unfiltered.
For PEG broadcasts do not need
a commentator to explain what
just occurred at a county council or
school board meeting, for the meet-
ing is entering my living room on a frequent basis, and
it can even be recorded for viewing at my convenience.

Yet, despite this miracle of transparency given
to the American people nearly 30-years ago, PEG
access television is under severe attack by cable and
the telecom companies, and their lobbying efforts
have resulted in the elimination of funding for PEG
in 11 states.

In response, American Community Television
is working to get a bill reintroduced in the U.S.
Congress that would provide funding to PEG opera-
tions across the country and save as many as 500
PEG channels. The proposed Community Access
Preservation Act would direct that funding come
from the cable operators, not federal or state
coffers. However, ACT has little money and few
resources, yet | believe the bill will be passed. Why?
Because PEG channels provide the transparency of
government that Americans want and need. *
