APPROVAL OF NOVEMBER 10, 2010 MEETING MINUTES

	BOAT RAMP DISCUSSION WITH BRIAN GRAY OF THE DEPARTMENT OF WILDLIFE
Brian Gray with the Department of Wildlife presented Fishing is Fun Grant information.  This information included the Fishing is Fun Program Guidelines, Application Instructions and Examples, and a Reimbursement and Project Management FAQs.  Brian Gray explained the application deadline is March 1st of 2011 and if the grant was approved a letter of conditional approval would be received in June of 2011 with a project deadline of December 31, 2013.  The Fishing is Fun Grant is a reimbursement fund.  The Board decided it still has a number of planning items to get into place before they will be able to proceed.  It may potentially be in 2012 before they are ready to submit a grant application.


	LOWER VALLEY TRAILS GROUP (LOVA) WILL PRESENT THEIR MASTER PLAN OF A COUNTY WIDE TRAIL SYSTEM GOING THROUGH RIFLE
Larry Dragon, Executive Director of LOVA, presented their master plan.  The mission of LOVA is to create a trail system along the Colorado River Corridor from Glenwood Springs to the western county line near DeBeque, eventually connecting with the trail system in Mesa County.  LOVA would like to coordinate the development of their proposed trail that is near the proposed new boat ramp location with VIF.  Larry Dragon requested contributions for their operating budget. 

Mr. Frontella made a motion to approve the funding request of $5,000 to LOVA; seconded by Mr. Langhorne. The motion passed unanimously.

	
HOLLY DAYS UPDATE
Helen Rogers requested approval to pay Western Slope Communications $250.00 for radio promotion during the Holly Days event.

	PLACE BRANDING UPDATE AND FUNDING REQUEST

They are going to explain the purpose of the Brand, “Real Western Innovation” and how to use it correctly at this venue.  They are nearing completion of their web-page which will contain some background information in addition to information on how to use the place brand.  Michael Langhorne made a request for funding.

Mr. Langhorne made a motion to recommend approval of Ryan Mackley as a regular Board member; seconded by Mr. Pierson. The motion passed unanimously.
